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These are the components that are involved in 
the replacement of the lateral control.

The Allen wrench will need to be shortened to get into the bottom bolt. Grind 
about half of the length of the short end of the wrench off. It will help to pry the rubber 
shear spring over, away from the Glide Pad to get more room between the rubber and the 
Glide Pad. This can also be done with a Porta-Power inserted between the frame hanger 
and the leaf spring. 

 
Once the Glide pad has been removed, reverse the procedure to reinstall the new 

parts.
